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Take toys out one at a time and hold them up
for kids to see. Read each section and do the
actions. Then put away toys.

Miracle

1. Mirror

Jesus told all the people that he loved them.
Jesus loves you, too. (Hold up mirror to
every child and say, “Jesus loves child’s
name.”)

2. Hungry Tummy

The people Jesus was teaching got hungry.
Can you growl like your tummy is growling?
(Kids growl.) Can you rub your tummy and
say, “I'm hungry!” (Kids rub tummies.)

3. Lunch Basket

(Hold out basket.) Jesus’ friends didn’t have
any food, but one little boy shared his lunch
with Jesus.

4. Toy Bread

(Pass out toy bread.) The little boy had
bread in his lunch. Can you pretend to share
your lunch with Jesus and put your bread in
this lunch basket? (Allow kids to take turns
putting their toy bread in the basket.)

5. Fish

(Pass out toy fish.) The little boy also had
two fish in his lunch. Can you pretend to
share your lunch with Jesus and put your
fish in this lunch basket? (Allow kids to take
turns putting their toy fish in the basket.)
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
