There are a lot of choices that we need to make in life. Some of those choices can help us grow and shape us positively.
Others can pull us in different directions, leaving us struggling to figure out which choice is best. What do we do when
we're confronted with all of these choices? Do we rush ahead? Or do we pause and let God lead us toward the best
way to act? Self-control is a fruit of the Spirit. It's one of the ways we can tell that God is transforming our lives and
that we're growing in our faith. Thankfully, we don’t have to find self-control on our own. When we follow Jesus, God’s
Spirit is with us and helps us make the wise choice.

MEMORY VERSE

SELF-CONTROL
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We start the month in Luke 4:1-13. We see how Jesus was led into the desert by the Spirit and tempted by
the devil for 40 days. Jesus was able to face these temptations because He was prepared and understood
God’s Word. In this passage, we can see from Jesus’ actions how importantitis to be prepared. Then, with
God’s help, we’ll be able to face whatever situations come our way.

Be ready to do the right thing. There may be moments in our lives when we’re faced with many different
choices—both good and bad. Some choices may be obvious, while other times we’re left struggling to
figure out the best choice to make. The right thing may not always be the easy thing to do. But we can
practice doing the right thing by being ready and asking God to help us make the wise choice.

Show Series Theme Graphic: Game Show
Okay, everybody! We’re having some game show fun this month as we find out how God can help us
choose to do what’s best. | thought we could start off with a game that ALL of us can play. Sound like

fun? This game is called. .. ‘Who Knows Me Best?’

Show Slide: Who Knows Me Best?

The object of the game isto see...well...who knows me best!



As you can see, each corner of the room is numbered one through four. (Point out the numbered signs in
the corners of the room.) In just a minute I’ll ask you a question about me, and I’ll read four possible
answers. You’ll choose your answer by standing by the number that matches the answer you believe is
correct.

Then I’ll reveal the RIGHT answer. I’ll come over to those of you in the corner who answered correctly. ..
and I’ll give you a group high-five because you know me so well! But don’t worry. If you don’t answer
correctly, that doesn’t mean you’re out of the game. You can keep playing because that’s way more fun!

(Give 4 possible answers- For example: 1) blue, 2) red, 3) green, 4) beige. Repeat the answers if needed.
After each question, give the kids some time to choose a corner of the room that represents the answer
they think is correct. Then reveal the answer and give the kids in correct corner a group high five. If it’s
helpful, write down your questions and answers to have on stage with you. Continue for as many rounds
of the game as time allows)

Show Verse: 2 Peter 1:3a (NIrV)

We have a really great verse to memorize because it’ll help us remember why we can choose self-
control. Let’s read 2 Peter 1:3a together!

Anytime you’re feeling tempted to make the wrong choice, pray and talk to God about it. Ask God to give
you the self-control you need to do what’s right. In fact, let’s pray right now and ask God to help us with
self-control and making the right choices!

Thank You for the way He stood up to the devil and
showed self-control. We want to live like Jesus did so that we can be ready to do what’s right. Help us to
have the self-control we need to choose Your way. Help us to remember the truth of Your Word, the

and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.
