WELCOME 

 
Welcome boys and girls! I’m so glad you’re here today! Before we get started with today’s lesson, let’s 
review our room rules so that we can have a fun day!  
 
 

RULES 
 
Show Graphic: Preschool Rules 
 
Let’s put on our moose antlers and call our friend Dan-o to help us. (Thumbs on either side of your head 
with fingers splayed) Oh Daaaaaan-oooooo! Can you all help me act out our room rules?!  

• The first rule is: be a friend! (Give yourself a hug as you say the rule)  
• Rule number two is: be safe! (Do baseball gesture for safe)  
• The next rule is: be a good listener! (Cup your ears) 
• Rule number four is: take care of the room and the toys! (Shake your finger while you say the rule) 
• The last rule is: join in! (Spread your arms wide and bring them in)

APPLICATION

God heard Hagar and Ishmael because God was always with them, and God always hears you and me 
because God is always with us too! 
 
Bible Verse 
(Open Bible) In the Bible, we read about how much Jesus loves us, just like in our memory verse for this 
month! 

Show Verse: Joshua 1:9 

Let’s read our memory verse Joshua 1:9 together now. Watch me say it with the motions; then you can do 
it with me! Ready? Stand up and follow me! 
 
“God (Flat hand with thumb to forehead, pull down) 
Is with you (Bring two fists together) 
Wherever you go.” (March in place) 
Joshua 1:9 (open hands like a book) 
 
(Practice verse a couple of times using whisper voices, silly voices, loud voices, slow, fast, then have 
kids sit back down, get quiet, fold hands, and close their eyes) 
 
Great job, everybody! Let’s pray.  
 
 

PRAYER 
 
God, we are so grateful that You hear us—just like You heard Hagar and Ishmael.  You hear us when 
we’re sad, You hear us when we’re happy, and You hear us when we’re angry. We know we can always 
talk to You anytime, anywhere, and about anything because You love us and You are always with us! In 
Jesus’ name, we pray. Amen. 
 
 

BIG GROUP GAME 
 
God was with Hagar and Ishmael in the desert. He heard them and took care of them. Let’s sing and 
dance to our worship song “Fly” to help us remember this month’s theme and how much God love us!
