powerful or most important people. Jesus came to show everyone that they can be part of 
what God is doing in the world. We pray that this Christmas kids will remember that Jesus

[Bottom line] Celebrate Jesus with others. Say that with me! Celebrate Jesus with 
others! 
 
It’s pretty cool to think that Mary and Joseph were the very first ones to get to celebrate 
Jesus. Because of the incredible news they’d heard from the angel, they knew that within 
just a few months, they would literally be holding God’s own Son in their arms! There are so 
many fun ways to celebrate Christmas. And the reason we celebrate is the same reason 
Mary and Joseph could celebrate way back then. Christmas is about celebrating Jesus, 
God’s greatest gift! 
 

Let’s remember this by practicing our Memory Verse for this month. It’s Matthew 1:21 
(NIrV). Let’s say it together:

God sent Jesus FOR us . . . and God is always WITH us. When we choose to follow Jesus 
and discover more about Him, we can be friends with Him! That’s a big reason to 
celebrate!
