Bottom Line: 

Some needs may seem intimidating or too big 
for you to make a difference, and they very well could be if you tackle them alone! 
However, when you work together with other you have a better chance of making an 
impact.

These books tell all about the 
things Jesus said and did. Jesus was traveling around, teaching people about God and 
healing people who were sick.

Think about the way the four men worked together to help their friend. If even one of them 
had decided to leave without helping, the man probably wouldn’t have gotten to Jesus. But 
the man did meet Jesus and because of his friends, he was healed!

Say that with me! (Repeat with leaders and kids) 
 
As we think about this story, it reminds us that we should cooperate and work together to 
make a difference. Cooperating to help meet people’s needs is a great way that we can 
treat others the way we want to be treated. Imagine what would help you if you were in their 
situation, then do that! Just don’t forget to invite others in to help you because when we 
work together, God can work through us all in a big, big way! 
 
Show Graphic: Virtue 
 
Say our [Virtue] with me! Cooperation is about working together to do more than you 
can do alone. 
 

Let’s practice our [Memory Verse] for this to remember the importance of cooperation. It 
is Ecclesiastes 4:9 (NIrV).  
 
Show Verse: Ecclesiastes 4:9(NIrV) 
 
Let’s say it together! (Read with leaders and kids) 
 
“Two people are better than one. They can help each other in everything they do.. 
Ecclesiastes 4:9 (NIrV)
