[Bottom line] Work together to point people to Jesus.

Say that with me! (Repeat with leaders and kids)

God made each of us unique so that when we work together, we can show a clear picture
of what Jesus is like to the world around us. That takes a lot of cooperation!

Show Graphic: Virtue

Cooperation is about working together to do more than you can do alone.

You might not be sure about working with others because you feel like you don’t have a lot
to offer. Or you may feel like you’re really good at something and don’t need help from
others. But the truth is, your particular gifts are needed and valuable and you need other
people because of their unique gifts too! We need each other, just like we need all the
different parts of our body. It takes all of us together to point people to Jesus.

Maybe you have an older neighbor who can’t get around. Your family could get different
people in the neighborhood to help in different ways. Like bringing a meal or taking care of
the yard or just sitting with them and praying for them.

Let’s remember this by practicing our [Memory Verse] for this month. It is Ecclesiastes 4:9
(NIrV). Let’s say it together:
