MONTHLY OVERVIEW

GOD VIEW: THE CONNECTION BETWEEN LIVE ITOUT AND GOD'S CHARACTER, AS SHOWN THROUGH GOD'S BIG STORY

Living and loving like Jesus sounds great in theory, but may be a little hard in practice. However, with the help of God's Spirit,
we don't have to do it alone. When we follow Jesus, God's Spirit transforms us, shaping us every day into who God has called
us to be and how God is calling us to live. Live It Out is not JUST a theme, but a call to action. It encourages kids to actively
live out their faith through their words and interactions with others. And the more we become like Jesus, the more we can
make a true difference in this world and in the lives of those around us.

CORE INSIGHT: The theological foundation for LIVE IT OUT

Transformation by the power of God's Spirit
God's Spirit is transforming my unique and imperfect life into the character of Jesus.

Jesus is the greatest example of what it looks like to value others. Through the way He lived His life, Jesus taught us how to
value one another. And when we follow Jesus, God's Spirit helps us to live like Jesus~transforming not only us but the world
around us.

HEADS UP: IDEAS TO KEEP IN MIND AS YOU TALK ABOUT LIVE IT OUT WITH KIDS

This whole summer you get to lead kids through nine amazing weeks of discovering what it looks like to love like Jesus. Each
week will break down a “one another” statement from the Bible. God designed us to be in community with one another even
when it's challenging, and we'll need God's Spirit to help guide us as we do. In these nine weeks, kids will learn about difficult
concepts such as living in peace with one another or forgiving one another. Invite kids to bring open and honest conversation
but be sure to create a safe space for them to process what makes some of those things challenging to do. Some kids may be
in situations that make it hard for them to trust, forgive, be at peace with, or even pray for those who have mistreated or hurt
them in some way. Be open to listening and hearing their needs and let them know you are here for them. Always be sure to
bring the correct people into any conversation that involves the safety of a child.

I am so glad we’re here together for some big-time summer fun. What are some things that
you love about summer? Shout ‘em out.

Yes! Those are awesome! Over the next several weeks, we’ll be hanging out here at [name

ANNOUNCEMENTS

**KIDS CAMP

GAME TIME




Alright campers, we’re going to play a fun game called “Camp Counselor Says!” It’s just
like Simon Says, but with a camping twist. Everyone spread out so you have a little space—
make sure you’re not too close to the people around you.

Here’s how it works: I’m your Camp Counselor, and I’m going to call out different actions.
If I say “Camp Counselor says...” before the action, you should do it! But if | don’t say
“Camp Counselor says,” don’t move! That’s the trick!

Now here’s the camp twist: If you move when you’re not supposed to, no worries—you’re
stillin the game. Just do a quick, silly camp-themed consequence like pretending to
paddle a canoe, growling like a bear, or flapping your arms like a bird. Then jump back in
and keep playing!

Alright, are you ready? Listen closely, move fast, and most importantly—have fun! Let’s
play Camp Counselor Says!

- “Swim in the lake!” (Wait! | didn’t say Camp Counselor says!)

- “Camp Counselor says paddle your canoe!” (Row, row, row!)

- “Climb a tree!” (Uh-oh! Don’t fall for it!)
