MONTHLY OVERVIEW

GOD VIEW: THE CONNECTION BETWEEN LIVE IT OUT AND GOD'S CHARACTER, AS SHOWN THROUGH GOD'S BIG STORY

Living and loving like Jesus sounds great in theory, but may be a little hard in practice. However, with the help of God's Spirit,
we don’t have to do it alone. When we follow Jesus, God's Spirit transforms us, shaping us every day into who God has called
us to be and how God is calling us to live. Live It Out is not JUST a theme, but a call to action. It encourages kids to actively
live out their faith through their words and interactions with others. And the more we become like Jesus, the more we can
make a true difference in this world and in the lives of those around us.

CORE INSIGHT: The theological foundation for LIVE IT OUT

Transformation by the power of God's Spirit
God's Spirit is transforming my unique and imperfect life into the character of Jesus.

Jesus is the greatest example of what it looks like to value others. Through the way He lived His life, Jesus taught us how to
value one another. And when we follow Jesus, God's Spirit helps us to live like Jesus—transforming not only us but the world
around us.

HEADS UP: IDEAS TO KEEP IN MIND AS YOU TALK ABOUT LIVE IT OUT WITH KIDS

This whole summer you get to lead kids through nine amazing weeks of discovering what it looks like to love like Jesus. Each
week will break down a “one another” statement from the Bible. God designed us to be in community with one another even
when it’s challenging, and we’ll need God’s Spirit to help guide us as we do. In these nine weeks, kids will learn about difficult
concepts such as living in peace with one another or forgiving one another. Invite kids to bring open and honest conversation
but be sure to create a safe space for them to process what makes some of those things challenging to do. Some kids may be
in situations that make it hard for them to trust, forgive, be at peace with, or even pray for those who have mistreated or hurt
them in some way. Be open to listening and hearing their needs and let them know you are here for them. Always be sure to
bring the correct people into any conversation that involves the safety of a child.

GAME TIME

Alright, it’s time for this week’s camp game! It’s time to play “Camp Pictionary!” Today’s game
will test our camp knowledge and use our arts and crafts skills.

Show Game Slide: Camp Pictionary

In a minute, | want to find out who wants to draw. If you raise your hand, I’ll give you a card with a
word or phrase on it that’s related to camp. You’ll draw this word or phrase and have everyone
else guess whatitis.




Let’s get our first person up here ready to draw! Everyone shout out your guesses about what is
being drawn!

Show Series Graphic: Live It Out

Jesus chose to ignore the extra rules of the religious leaders in order to care for a man who was
hurting and heal him. While the religious leaders only cared about making themselves look good,
Jesus showed love.

One of the biggest ways we can live out Jesus’ love in the world is by looking out for one another.
Let’s remember this as we think about sharing Jesus’ love:

[Bottom line] Care for one another. Say that with me! (Repeat with leaders and kids)

It’s really amazing to read stories about what Jesus thought was most important... and to see all
the ways that He showed love. Life gets busy, and if we’re not careful, it’s easy for us to only think
about ourselves. But Jesus showed us a better way. The religious leaders acted like they wanted
to do the right thing. But really, they just wanted to make themselves look good by looking down
on others. When we look at Jesus’ example, we see throughout His life that He ALWAYS cared
about others and showed them love, no matter what other people thought. Jesus kept His focus
on people. He was always showing them through His actions that they were important and that
they mattered. When we love like Jesus, we can make a huge difference for the people around us.

With Jesus, we can help change the world!

| know it can be difficult to put others first instead of just thinking about ourselves. That’s why it’s
so important to pray and ask God for help. You can ask God to help you take your focus off
yourself, and instead, to help you look out for what the people around you might need. Ask God to
show you how you could help them or show them love.

In fact, what Jesus showed us that day is the same thing the apostle Paul wrote about later, in his
letter to the Philippians:
