OPENER 3 minutes 
(Welcome kids) 

 
Hello, my friends! It’s always great to be here with you at Flatirons Kids.  
 
I am pumped for another day of summer camp fun! This summer we’re finding out how we can 
live like Jesus and show His love. That means not just talking about Jesus, but living the way He 
taught us to live. That’s how we ‘Live It Out!’ And here’s the thing, there are lots of ways to love 
like Jesus. Last week we talked about how we can show love by living in peace with one another. 
Today, we’ll look at another way we can show Jesus’ love, along with another great example from 
the Bible.

GAME TIME 
 

Alright, it’s time for this week’s camp game! It’s time to play “Camp Pictionary!”   Today’s game 
will test our camp knowledge and use our arts and crafts skills. 
 
Show Game Slide:  Camp Pictionary 
 

In a minute, I want to find out who wants to draw. If you raise your hand, I’ll give you a card with a 
word or phrase on it that’s related to camp. You’ll draw this word or phrase and have everyone 
else guess what it is. 



  
 
Let’s get our first person up here ready to draw!  Everyone shout out your guesses about what is 
being drawn! Keep in mind that these are all camp-related! Each person gets 15 seconds to have 
everyone try to guess their word or phrase. Ready . . . set . . . go! 
 
Choose a few kids to draw. Hand out the cards and make sure they can read/understand what is 
listed on the card. Kids take turn drawing. 
 
Whoohoo! You all not only know a lot about camps, but you’ve got some major drawing skills!

I’ve got a great story about Jesus to share with you today! (Hold up Bible) It’ll help us discover an 
important way that we can LOVE like Jesus: learning how we can look out for one another. That’s 
something Jesus did over and over again throughout His life. Let’s check out our story!

APPLICATION 3 minutes 
 
Show Series Graphic: Live It Out 
 

Jesus chose to ignore the extra rules of the religious leaders in order to care for a man who was 
hurting and heal him. While the religious leaders only cared about making themselves look good, 
Jesus showed love.  
 
One of the biggest ways we can live out Jesus’ love in the world is by looking out for one another. 
Let’s remember this as we think about sharing Jesus’ love:

[Bottom line] Care for one another. Say that with me! (Repeat with leaders and kids) 
 

It’s really amazing to read stories about what Jesus thought was most important... and to see all 
the ways that He showed love. Life gets busy, and if we’re not careful, it’s easy for us to only think 
about ourselves. But Jesus showed us a better way. The religious leaders acted like they wanted 
to do the right thing. But really, they just wanted to make themselves look good by looking down 
on others. When we look at Jesus’ example, we see throughout His life that He ALWAYS cared 
about others and showed them love, no matter what other people thought. Jesus kept His focus 
on people. He was always showing them through His actions that they were important and that 
they mattered. When we love like Jesus, we can make a huge difference for the people around us. 
 
Show Graphic: Virtue 
 

With Jesus, we can help change the world! 
 

I know it can be difficult to put others first instead of just thinking about ourselves. That’s why it’s 
so important to pray and ask God for help. You can ask God to help you take your focus off 
yourself, and instead, to help you look out for what the people around you might need. Ask God to 
show you how you could help them or show them love.  
 
In fact, what Jesus showed us that day is the same thing the apostle Paul wrote about later, in his 
letter to the Philippians:  
  
Show Verse: Romans 15:5 (NIrV) 
 

Let’s say it together! (Read with leaders and kids) 
 

“Our God is a God who strengthens and encourages you. May he give you the same attitude

As you go to your groups today, think about this: Can you show someone you care? I want you to 
talk about what it looks like to carry one another’s burdens. Where might you encounter a 
situation like that?’ Before you go, let’s pray and ask God to help us see and love our neighbors 
through our actions, no matter WHO they are!

Please fill us with Your love for the 
people around us. Help us not to focus on ourselves or to be afraid of what other people might 
think of us. Instead, please give us the courage to see what other people need, and fill us with 
Your creativity so we can figure out how to help them. Thank You, God, for giving us the chance to 
look out for others and show Your love. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name.
