Our
story today starts with twins named Jacob and Esau. Let’s check it out!

Jacob made many mistakes during his life and didn’t always trust God. But God was still with
Jacob just like He promised. God was faithful, even when Jacob wasn’t.
Here’s what we need to remember today:

[Bottom line] You can trust that God is with you. Say that with me! (Repeat with leaders and
kids)

Jacob chose to trust when he actually got to see God in a dream. But we don’t have to see God
with our eyes to have faith that God is with us. Because faith is trusting what you can’t see
because of what you can see.

Show Graphic: Virtue

Faith means trusting in what you can’t see because of what you can see.



Faith can be kind of a hard thing to learn about, because it means trusting in Jesus, even when we
can’t see Him. This is what the Bible has to say about it.

Show Verse: Hebrews 11:1 (NIrV)

“Faith is being sure of what we hope for. It is being sure of what we do not see.” Hebrews
11:1 (NIrV)

Let’s say it together! (Repeat with leaders and kids)

Today, we can trust God because we have the privilege of reading the Bible and seeing how God
has been at work throughout history.

Before you go to groups, let’s pray and thank God is with us. He loves you and is walking through
every step of life with you. Let’s pray.
