BIG GROUP GAME 
 

I want everyone to make themselves really big, like this.

Oh, look at all the big kids in the room! Great job! Now I want you to make yourselves really little, like this. 
              → Crouch down low, pulling your arms and legs tightly together. 
 
You’re so tiny! Okay, I’m going to count to three, and we are going to pop up and make ourselves really big 
again. Ready? One . . . two . . . three! Big!  

→ Make yourself as big as you can.  
 
Okay, I’m going to count to three again, and this time I want you to make yourself really little again. 
Ready? One . . . two . . . three! Little!  

→ Make yourself really little. 
 
 Big! 
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 → Make yourself as big as you can.  
 
Little!  

→ Make yourself as little as you can. 
 
 Now, tell me: Does God love you a little, or is God’s love for you REALLY big?  Yes! Make yourself really, 
really, REALLY big because God loves you and [BASIC TRUTH] God loves me SO very much! 

→ Make yourself as big as you can.

Show Verse: Jeremiah 29:11 

 
‘For I know (touch head with fingertips) 
the plans I have for you,’ (march in place)  
says the LORD, (point up)  
Jeremiah 29:11 (open hands like a book) 
 

(Practice verse a couple of times using whisper voices, silly voices, loud voices, slow, fast, etc.)
