Say that with me! (Repeat with leaders and kids)

When Jesus said, ‘Love God and love others,” He wasn’t saying figure out how to do that on your own. It’s
not always an easy thing to do. But He does want to help us with this every day! When you wake up and
thank Him for the day, you’re loving God.When you sing to Him in worship, you’re loving God. When you
obey what His Word says, you’re loving God. And we can love others by thinking what our wonderful,
kind, and good God would do, and doing that. When you share your snack at lunch, you’re loving others.
