What You Need: OJ Palm Activity page O Coloring supplies
What You Say:

Does anyone know what todayis? Yes! It’s Palm Sunday. It’s a day that we celebrate the week
before Easter, a day that we celebrate Jesus! The pictures on our cards today are all clues about

our Bible Story. [Transition] Its a story about a day when a huge crowd was trying to spot Jesus!

Discussion Questions:

Jesus is the King of the universe, yet He chose to ride
A humble donkey and wash His disciples’ feet. Why
do you think Jesus chose humility over showing His
powerin those moments?

Activity Name: Jesus Thaumatrope (spinner)
What You Need: O Bible O Jesus and Palm leaf picture cards O Coloring supplies

O Glue sticks ortape (O Straws

What You Do:

e Read John 12:12-15 and John 13:3-5 out loud to the group.

e Give each kid one “Jesus” picture card and one palm leaf picture card.

e et the kids color the picture of Jesus and the picture of the palm leaves.

e Instruct them to glue the two pictures back-to-back with a straw sandwiched in the middle.

e Show them how to spin the straw back and forth quickly between their hands. The two pictures
will blend together, making it look like Jesus is in the middle of the celebration!

What You Say:

Wow, look at that! When you spin it fast, it looks like one picture! The people were so excited,
they waved palm branches and shouted LHosanna’ for Jesus as He rode into town. LHosanna’
means Lsave us, we pray!’ They were treating Him like a king! But Jesus showed them an Lupside
down’ way to be a king. He showed them that being a leader is about serving others.

Jesus served His friends, the disciples, by washing their feet. Washing feet was a very dirty job. It
was a job that would not have been done by a king. Jesus is the King of the entire universe! But
instead of demanding that His friends serve Him, Jesus entered Jerusalem on a humble donkey
and then took on the job of a servant by washing His friends’ feet. Jesus put us ahead of Himself
in every way. Jesus did it to serve others and show us how to put others first and love others.
