Hey, everybody! Welcome to another awesome day here at Flatirons Kids! We’re starting a new month,

and that means a new theme! This month, we’ve got a super-fun theme, ‘Upside Down’

Upside Down? That sounds kind of weird, right? But here’s the thing, Jesus taught people to live in a way
that’s a little different, a little unexpected ... a little upside down from what the world says.

That’s whatwe’ll learn this month—how to treat others the way Jesus treats us.

Show Game Slide: Cup Up/Cup Down

I need 4 volunteers! If you want to play, raise your hand!

Choose six volunteers from the kids who have their hands raised.
Invite them to come on stage.
Divide the kids into two teams of three.

Here’s how it works: when the timer starts, you’llhave one minute to flip as many cups yourteam’s way
as possible. Team 1, you are Cup Up—you want all the cups facing up. Team 2, you are Cup Down—you
want all the cups upside down. When the music stops, we’ll see who has more cups their way!” “Think
you’re ready? Let’'sgoin3...2...1... GO!”

Startthe game and start 1-minute timer (or smartphone or countdown).



Alright! Everyone, freeze! Let’s see who’s got the most cups flipped theirway. Drumroll, please! And the
winneris ... Team !

Countthe cups thatare face up and face down to determine a winner. Reset the cups evenly (so
15 are face up and 15 are face down) and play more rounds if desired.

Thatwas awesome! You guys flipped those cups upside down and back again superfast. You had to pay
attention and decide which way to flip the cups. It was a lot of upside-down thinking!

John wanted everyone to see how amazing Jesus was, not how great he was. That's humility. And because he
pointed people to Jesus, people were able to see Jesus! That’s living upside down. And when we live like that,



when we make a big deal of Jesus, people don't just see us, they see Jesus through us. And we want everyone
to see Jesus!

So what about us? Well, John’s job was to point people to Jesus —and that’s our job too! We can show people
who Jesus is by the way we live every day.

So let’s point people to Jesus! When we share what we have, we aren't just being kind, we are showing people
Jesus! He is kind too! When we tell the truth, we aren’t just being honest, we're showing people what Jesus is
like! He is truthful too! When we bring a bandage to someone who is hurt, we aren’t just showing compassion;
we are showing what Jesus is like! He is compassionate too!
