Pro Tip: Even if you can hear the kids from
the stage, many people in the back of the
room can’t! To keep your kids engaged,
be sure to use your handheld mic when
kids respond from the audience.
Whenever you ask a question or call on a
volunteer, have the child speak directly
into the mic so the whole room can hear
them!

I’'m a little scared for the smell this room
might have... NOW on a completely unrelated note because we love random silly questions that get us
talking...

We are in the second week of our series UPSIDE DOWN.

Ok, same. And you may be wondering, what in the WORLD does this have to do with today’s bible story?
