INTRO and GAME 
 

Show Series Graphic: Hats Off 
 
We have some important people who help our community. They care about people EVERY DAY! Raise 
your hand if you can tell me someone who helps our community. (Allow kids to respond. Help with 
answers as needed…firefighter, doctors, teacher, etc) 
 
There are farmers who grow lots of yummy food for us to eat. Let’s pretend to eat a piece of corn and say 
‘Yummy!’” (Pretend to eat an ear of corn.) 
 
(Kids and leaders respond) “Yummy!”  
There are construction workers who build houses and roads. Let’s pretend to hammer like a construction 
worker and say ‘Hammer, hammer, hammer.’” (Pretend to hammer.)  
 
(Kids and leaders respond)“Hammer, hammer, hammer!”  
 
There are mail carriers and delivery people who bring us letters and packages. Let’s pretend to give 
someone a package and say: ‘Here you go!’” (Pretend to give a package.)  
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(Kids and leaders respond)“Here you go!” 
 
All of these people work hard and care for the people in our community, but I can think of someone who 
cares about EVERYONE! It’s Jesus! Let’s visit Ollie and our friends at the clubhouse to hear our Bible 
story!

Show Series Graphic: Hats Off 
 
Jesus’ love is (hold arms out wide) wide enough for people who live in big towns and little villages. It’s 
(hold arms up and down) long enough for people who are sick and hurting. Jesus’ love is (jump/reach 
high) high enough for those who love Him. And it’s (crouch/reach low) deep enough even for those who 
don’t love Him back.  
 
[Bottom Line] “Jesus cares about everyone.” Say that with me!

(Open Bible) Now, let’s learn some of God’s words from the Bible.  
 
Let’s learn this together! Everyone, stand up! Are you ready? Let’s watch the motions, then we can do 
them all together!

“How wide (hold arms out wide)  
and long (hold arms open up and down)  
and high (jump up high with hand in the air) 
and deep (crouch low with hand down) 
is the love of Christ.” (cross arms over chest)

(Practice verse a couple of times using whisper voices, silly voices, loud voices, slow, fast, etc.)  
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Great job, everybody! Now, let’s sit down, close our eyes, and bow our heads. Let’s talk to God because 
God loves you! 
 

(Have kids sit back down, get quiet, fold their hands, and close their eyes.)

Dear God, thank you so much for Jesus. Jesus loves and cares about everyone. Help us to care for 
everyone too.
