As kids are coming in from small group, high five, walk around room, and welcome them!
WELCOME IN Flatirons Kids! I’'m so glad YOU are here today.

He thought he was looking at everything the right
way. But then, something completely mind-blowing happened on his Trek! God stepped in and helped
Paul see things in a totally NEW way. It was the biggest turnaround ever!

But hey, before we get into that, we’re going to play a game, because Jesus is FUN, so Church is FUN...

Alright everyone, stand up on your feet!

Today we are talking all about how we see things, and how God can help us see things in a totally NEW

way. So, to test out your eyes right now, we are going to play a hilarious game called Chihuahua or
Muffin!

Sometimes, when things are blurry or confusing, they aren't exactly what they seem. So, here is how we
play:

HOW TO PLAY:

e Look atthe screen. You are going to see a super blurry picture.

"Welcome back to our series, TREK! As you guys know, a trek is a long journey. And here is the thing
about long journeys: sometimes you start out thinking you know exactly where you are going. You think
you have the whole route figured out. But then... you hit a massive plot twist. God steps in and helps you
see things in a totally NEW way. We are learning that even when our plans get changed or flipped upside
down, we can keep moving forward. We don't have to quit, because God is always with us!

Our true story today is the ultimate example of a plot twist. It is about a guy named Paul, and God
completely wrecked his original plans and flipped his journey upside down. Paul did a total 180.

BIBLE NAVIGATION TIME FROM STAGE: (HOLD UP BIBLE.) Just like last week, our story is found in the
book of Acts, which is in the New Testament (Flip to the book in your Bible on stage). If you brought your
Bible today, go ahead and open it up right now! (Acknowledge and hype up the 4th/5th graders you see
who brought their Bibles!)

Alright, we are flipping to Chapter 9. Once you find it, keep your Bibles open, and let’s dive into today's
story!"

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So, why does Paul's story actually matter for you guys?

Think about Paul for a second. He was 100% convinced he was the good guy. He thought he had it all
figured out, to the point where he actually thought he was doing God a favor by hunting down Jesus'
followers! But when Jesus stopped him in his tracks, Paul didn't double down or get defensive. He let
Jesus completely change his mind.

Why? Because when God stepped in, Paul realized his perspective was totally backwards. He needed
Jesus to help him see the truth.

Here is the deal: God wants to do the exact same thing for you. It's really easy to get stubborn and think
we have everything figured out. Maybe you've already decided a certain kid at school is just annoying,



maybe you think a rule your parents have is completely unfair, or maybe you're dealing with a situation
that feels totally hopeless. But what if you're looking at it the absolute wrong way?

You don't have to stay stuck on your Trek. God loves you, and if you ask Him, the Holy Spirit will help you
completely flip your perspective. He can help you see people, your problems, and your life the exact
same way Jesus does!

And that leads us right to our Bottom Line for today...
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[BOTTOM LINE] God can help you see things in a new way

Say that with me! (Repeat with leaders and kids)

Now let’s look at our memory verse and say it all together!

Show Verse: Galatians 6:9
